1. Loan Application.  A completed Tuition Loan Application and Credit Agreement for the TCCCU 

loan signed by the Responsible Party must be submitted as part of the registration packet. 
2. Shares Account.  A new account card completed by the Responsible Party must be completed and 

forwarded to the Business Office with the required $25 to open a shares account at the TCCCU.  
This must accompany the Tuition Loan Application. 

3. Advance Payments.  Any portion of the tuition and fees that are paid to BDCS rather than to the 
TCCCU must be received by May 1 in order to have the correct loan amount processed in a timely 
manner.  Loan applications sent to the TCCCU will reflect the total amount of the tuition, student 
activity fee, technology fee, and facility fee less any amount paid in advance.  Any payments not 
made by May 1 will be added to the TCCCU loan amount and the loan amount will be changed on 
the loan documentation previously submitted.  Monthly payments and any pay down of the 
principal must be made directly to TCCCU after May 1.  For transferring students, any portion of 
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the tuition and fees that will be paid to BDCS rather than to the TCCCU must be paid at the time 
of registration. 

4. Financial Aid.  If a student whose tuition is financed through TCCCU is awarded financial aid, 
the Business Office staff will reflect a reduction in the loan amount directly on the loan 
application. 

5. 1st Day of School.  No student whose loan is being financed at the TCCCU will be admitted to 
classes unless the first two loan payments (due July 5 and August 5) have been paid to the 
TCCCU. Likewise, no student with a balance due to the school will be admitted to classes unless 
the balance is paid in full. No promises to pay will be accepted and students will not be allowed to 
attend school until payments have been received at the TCCCU or at BDCS. 

6. Late Payments.  For months from September to April, if loan payments are not received by the 
TCCCU by the 5th of the month, the Business Office may attempt to contact the Responsible 
Party.  I f payment has not been received by the TCCCU by 8 a.m. on the 16th of the month, 
such payment will be designated as past due and students will not be allowed to attend class 
or participate in any extra-curr icular activities until the delinquent amount has been paid in 
full.  No promises to pay or extensions of credit will be accepted.   

7. Returned Checks.  If payments made with a check to the TCCCU are returned by the 
Responsible PartyÕs financial institution an immediate payment will be required in cash, by money 
order, or cashierÕs check for the check amount and applicable fees to the TCCCU before the 
student may return to class.  Two returned checks at the TCCCU will require that all future 
payments to the TCCCU and to BDCS be made with cash, cashierÕs check, or money order.
